YEAR 2010.

On January 12 2010, a devastating earthquake hit Haiti with disastrous and damaging consequences. The AMHE  Medical Relief Mission Task Force and other International organizations responded immediately.

 The Pediatric buildings  for one were severely damaged and all patients transferred under tents. The pediatric work force in PAP was also affected. It is reported in a survey that 20% had left PAP for either USA or Canada and other parts of Haiti and many had  their private offices destroyed in the earthquake.

The situation of the  resident staff, the backbone of the Pediatric Service

was not better. Of the 23 Residents only 10 were accounted for at one time

and able to see patients and work at the hospital.           
 The Pediatric Section responded to the call of duty and participated in medical missions  in the early  post earthquake stage.

PARTICIPANTS:

All the members who have volunteered  in 2009  offered their service in  January 2010 to bring assistance to the affected pediatric population.

Two new members were added to the list: Dr Danielle Laraque and Dr Serge Geffrard. In addition, the Section sponsored the visit in Haiti of 3 US pediatricians and pediatric Nurses from  Atlanta and the Mayo Clinic.
